Installation Directions:
1)  Select an appropriate and comfortable height, making sure that the ShowerStep®  is in it's lowest height setting. (For safety, it is recommended that the height setting not raise the knee above the hip when the foot is placed on the footrest.)

2) Clean the shower stall wall location where the footrest base is to be attached. Make sure that no soap scum or water deposits cling to the stall wall as it may affect the effectiveness of the epoxy's adhesion to the wall. Use alcohol to create the best possible adhesion zone. Note: If you have a very smooth shower surface (e.g. marble or similar surface), you may need to “scuff” the area where the ShowerStep® will be installed in order for the epoxy to have something to “grab” onto for adhesion. Be careful to scuff only the area that will be used to install the footrest.

3) Follow the mixing directions on the provided glue pack. (Do not open glue pack until ready to apply) Mix until both parts become a uniform color. If you are mixing the epoxy using the glue pack, you will notice that it will become slightly warm to the touch when ready to use.

4) Cut off a corner of the glue pack, and spread the epoxy evenly on the back side of the ShowerStep® base unit. 

5) Press unit onto cleaned shower stall wall surface at the chosen attachment site. Hold the base unit against the wall for 30 seconds. Let dry for 2-3 hours. (Best curing time is 24 hours. Epoxy is designed to be able to cure in both wet & dry areas.)

6) Once unit is attached and secure, place the shaft into the base unit and push the pin through the hole in the side of the base unit so that it goes through both the base and the ShowerStep® shaft. Note: The holes in the shaft MUST align with the holes in the base in order for the pin to slide easily through both. The pin then “locks” into place when the shaft walls drop down onto the grooves on the pin. If the holes are not aligned, then pin will not “unlock.”

7) It is recommended that caulking be applied to seal around the edges of the base unit once the epoxy has completely cured, so as to prevent mold or mildew from building up behind/or around the base unit where the epoxy didn’t completely seal the base unit against water.
